At the recent AGM | had the privilege of being elected as President of
Loganholme FC for the 2010 season; and as 2009 draws to a close it
gives me great pleasure to furnish my first newsletter report as
President.

The total cost of this project will be in the
vicinity of $125,000 with Cr Darren Power generously assisting with a
$100,000 contribution.

The field maintenance program is underway with the initial weed
treatments being applied to fields 1 & 2 and | thank Neal Santinella for
his efforts in this regard. The old cricket pitch has already been
removed which is something we have been working toward for a
number of years and it is anticipated the bulk of our maintenance will
be completed by mid-January.

| am very pleased to announce we have secured entry into every age-
group of the BJL competition which places us as one of only two clubs
in Brisbane to have a full complement of BJL teams. We have also
been accepted into Premier Youth for 2010, which is the pinnacle of
youth football in SEQ. This is a major coup for Loganholme and is a
fantastic acknowledgement of our rising status within the Brisbane
football community.

Senior and Youth pre-season training has already commenced with
good numbers in attendance. The pre-season for divisional (U11-16)
will commence in mid January and grading will start in the week
commencing 8 February.

Finally, despite the disappointment of being unsuccessful with our
Football Queensland Rebel Sport Junior Premier League (RSJPL)
bid, | am confident we will continue to grow and move forward as a
club as we increase opportunities for progression for our players
through the ranks.

Registration, Membership & Match Fees

Despite association fees increasing by an average of 3% as well as
increased costs associated with all other areas (i.e. electricity, water &
maintenance etc.) we are pleased to announce we have been able to
maintain junior registration fees at the same level for the third year in a
row which means we have not increased our fees since 2007. We
believe with the inclusions outlined below this represents great value
for money and demonstrates a firm commitment to our members to
keep costs as low as possible.

To enable us to keep our up-front registration fees at the same level
as previous years we have seen a need to make a small increase of
between $1 to $2 per week for our weekly match fees (U6-U16) which
will enable the associated cost to be spread out over the course of the
season. The increase in match fees will assist with the funding of the
following player/family benefits which we believe will add to your
experience at Loganholme FC:

. Upgrade to canteen ($70,000 project)
. Club contribution cost of new change-rooms ($25,000)

. Wages for canteen staff (which means there will no longer be a
parent/member volunteer required)

We are endeavouring to establish a group of approximately 25 people
who are available to assist the management committee with
undertaking one rostered shift of about 4 hours (on a rotational basis —
every 2-3 weekends) in the bar, canteen, as ground officials or liaison
officers.

Sub-Committees:

There are opportunities for members to assist the management
committee by coming on board and joining one of the numerous sub-
committees that will be formed in 2010 (Seniors, Coaching,
Operations and Projects).

Assistance for Saturdays and Sundays

If you can help with the running of the club on weekends, we need 20-
30 people to assist the committee members with putting up nets,
canteen, as ground officials and serving behind the bar. You will only
be rostered on for a few hours once a month.
